Shelter was a tremendous success. Forty members and guests
were treated to a Mexican spread from Moe's, (thanks to Kari
Kirkley for arranging), and a tour of the 50,000-square-foot facility
run by LifeLine. 

The modern Fulton County Animal shelter currently houses 430
cats and dogs, with double that number in foster care, all looking
for their fur-ever homes. This facility, triple the size of the prior
shelter, provides more space for housing animals, a full-service
clinic, and dedicated play yards, all designed to improve the
quality of care and create an adoption-friendly environment.  

We even caught a glimpse of a spay and neuter procedure
underway in the OR. Thankfully, they didn't need us to scrub in to
lend a hand... or a paw. 

LifeLine had an impressive 1,557 adoptions in August, across all
three of their shelters! I hope you'll join us as we work to improve
the mental well-being of both people and animals by reducing
shelter overcrowding.
